Abstract

This essay considers the two scripting languages ASP and PHP. These techniques are two of
the most popular when creating dynamic webpages on the Internet today. This type of
webpage enables the possibility for the individual Internet user to control the appearance of
the pages. A very common application, which makes the pages dynamic, is the popular
guestbook’s. The other type of webpage is called a static webpage, and its content can not be
changed by Internet users visiting the page. These webpages are therefore mostly used to
present information to the user.

This essay is strictly of evaluating character, which means that we have not carried out any
programming assignment. Afterwards we made a comparison between the scripting languages
and this evaluation is the part that rounds up this essay along with our conclusion. To be able
to make this comparison between these to scripting languages we had to describe some other
sections besides ASP and PHP.
